Clotrimazole is an anti-fungal found in creams, gels, vaginal pessaries and
tablets and dusting powders.

Clotrimazole is closely related to other antifungals in the same imidazole
group. Rarely, other imidazole antifungals, miconazole and econazole, may
cause your skin to react too.
